In continuation of this Department's O.M. No. 7(3)/E-Coord/1999 dt. 5th

There shall be a 10% cut in the consumption and allocation of
funds for expenditure on PCL for staff cars.

There will be a complete ban on purchase of new vehicles for one year.

Implementation of existing instructions concerning 10% cut in posts and
abolition of posts lying vacant for more than one year should be ensured.
There shall be a ban on creation of new posts in all Ministries/Depart-
ments/Autonomous institutions for one year.

e eeeem (ravel should be restricted to unavoidable official engagements and

there shall be a ban on foreign travel for Study Teura Seminars etc. size
of official designations, where foreign Travel is unavoidable, shall be re-
stricted to the bare minimum.

The permissible per diem allowance for travel aboard shall stand reduced
by 25% for all countries and for all categories officials non-officials. These
instructions shall also apply to autonomous institutions and PSUs.

F14(9)/99-Fin(B), dated 25.8.1999, forwarding there with a copy of O.M. No.
7(3)/E-Coord) 99 dated 5-8-1999 from Gowt. of India. Ministry of Finance, Deptt.
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of Expenditure, New Delhi regarding expenditure management, fiscal prudence
and austerity and to say that following measures should be adopted by all the
Departments for strict compliance with immediate effect.

(i)  Review of Plan/Non-Plan Schemes :

The Departments will review all the schemes implemented by them both
under plan & non-plan and will identify redundant activities to avoid superfluous
expenditure. The review will be conducted by a screening committee consisting
of :-

1.  Administrative Secretary concerned.

2 Head of Department.

3 Representative of Admn. Reforms Department.
4.  Representative of Services Department.
-+

: Representative of Associate Finance Department not below the rank of
Dy. Secretary.

6. Representative of Planning Department.
The committee will submit its report by 15th January, 2000.

(i)  Ban on creation/filling-up of Non-plan Posts and appointment of daily wages/
contract basis.

There will be total ban on creation of new posts under Non-plan and also
filling up of vacant posts except by promotion and in case of operational posts
e.g. teachers, doctors, para-medical staff & drivers, etc. and appointment on
compassionate grounds. The Deptts. will also not make any fresh appointment
on daily wages or on contract basis. In case of engagement of Daily wagers
Head of Department will be personally responsible.

(i)  Ban on purchase of new vehicles under Plan and Non-plan.

~ There will be total ban on purchase on new vehicles, whether replace-
ment or fresh purchase.

(iv) Economy in Plan and Non-Plan expenditure other than salary expendi-
ture.

The Departments will not incur any expenditure on Air Conditioners, new
telephone connections both at residence and in offices, purchase of fax ma-
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chines, new furniture fridges etc. Austerity must be exercised in expenditure on
meetings, inaugurations and on furnishing offices/residence. The expenditure on
inaugural functions should be restricted to Rs. 10000/- in each case.

(v) Cut in expenditure on advertisement and publicity.

The Department shall make a 10% mandatory cut during the current fi-
nancial year on advertisement and publicity with reference to the actual expen-
diture incurred during the year 1998-99.

(vi)  Economy in expenditure on stationary items.

The Departments will impose 10% cut in their expenditure on stationary
items with reference to the expenditure incurred during the year 1998-99.

(vii) Expenditure on security/sanitation services.

The Department will not engage the services of private security/sanitation
services unless and until they locate matching savings by abolition of vacant
posts in the Department. In cases where the Department have already engaged
private security/sanitation services, they will furnish a Certificaie to the effect
that they have located matching savings to that extent by abolition of posts and
the details of posts so abolished have also to be furnished to Finance Depart-
ment. No Deptt. shall increase the number of security guards already deployed.

(viii) Honorarium to be completely banned.
There will be complete ban on sanction of honorarium to the Staff.
(ix) Economy in Expenditure on Petrol.

The Departments will minimise the expenditure on Petrol and will impose
a ceiling on drawl of Petrol not exceeding 200 Liters per vehicle per month.

(x) Economy in the use of Cellular Phones,

No new cellular phones would be purchased or hired by any department.

Officers and will restrict the use thereof by the officers only in cases where it is
considered to be most essential keeping in view the nature of work involved.
Each & every Department will furnish « ust of officers having cellular phones,
with justification for continuing, within a month to the Associate Finance Depart-
ment.
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These instructions will also apply to all the autonomous bodies, public
sector undertakings (including DTC. DVB & Delhi Jal Board) and grantee institu-
tions.
