In the 1last few davs, [ have observed that there is a
growing tendeny on thepart of some members to sudenly bring
forward Resnlutions/Mntions in the House on various issues without
suonnlying me, in advance, even the texts thereof, what to speak of
a notice. I have, in a few cases, allowed them to beplaced before
the Hnuse for nermissiion. This I did because in the previous Vidhan

Sabha this had become the culture and practie.

I have now read and re-read the rules relating to
admissibility of Resolutions. [ find that there had been a general
circumventiion of this nrovision in the past. The rules say - and

Yon'hle Members mav read them aqéin - that:

i) if a Private Member wants to move a Resolution,

he 1is renuired to give 15 davs of advance notice;
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ii) if the Government wants to move a Resolution, the
Minister is reauired to give 7 davs advance notice.
The Sopeaker, however, has the power to relax the

eriod of notice.

Bringine Resnlutions sudenly and without notie in the

House has the following adverse effects:

i) Not a1l the Members are in a postion to know as to

what the Resnluton is all about.

ii) At times even my Seretariat and the press and mediia

covering the nroceedings are unaware of its text.

1) Since Resolutions are brought sudenly and instantly,
the Members are deprived of their legitimate right

to giive amendments, if thev- so desire.

iv) Fven oroner djiscussion dnes not take plae on the

Resolutions whch may be of general publc importance.

In the interest of healthy Parliamentar, - traditions

Hon'ble Members are requested not to move Resolutons/Motions
sudenly and instantlv. Unless sufficient advanee written notie
(alongwith the text of the <ame) is supnlied to me for
circulati on amongst the Members, it may nont be possible for

me to grant permission for moving of such Resolutinns/Motions.
I hope you will extend your cooneraton in this regard.
