COMMENCEMENT OF SECOND PART OF SECOND SESSION OF THE
SEVENTH LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NATIONAL CAPITAL TERRITORY
OF DELHI:

Hon’ble Members are informed that the Second part of Second session of Seventh
Legislative Assembly of the National Capital Territory of Delhi will commence on Thursday,
29" July, 2021 at 11:00 A.M. in the Assembly Hall, Old Secretariat, Delhi-110054.

ALLOTMENT OF DAYS FOR TRANSACTION OF BUSINESS DURING SECOND
PART OF SECOND SESSION:

Sittings of the Legislative Assembly have been tentatively fixed for 29 and 30 July
2021. Subject to the exigencies of business, the sittings of the House may be extended.

TIME OF SITTING:

The Legislative Assembly will sit on the above days and will continue until the
business fixed for the day is concluded. The quorum bell will be rung 05 Minutes before the
time stipulated above to enable Members to take their seat.

The sittings of the Legislative Assembly shall commence at 11.00 A.M. daily and
continue till it is adjourned for the day. The quorum bell will be rung at 10.55 A.M. to
enable Members to take their seats. The lunch break will be observed between 01:00
P.M. to 02:00 P.M.

WEARING OF FACE MASK AND DISPLAY OF IDENTITY CARDS:

In view of the prevailing COVID-19 pandemic situation, Hon’ble Members are
requested to wear face mask and practice social distancing compulsorily to contain the spread
of COVID-19 pandemic. Hon’ble Members are also requested to carry and display their
Identity Cards while wearing face masks which would also help in identification in
Legislative Assembly Complex.

MANDATORY TESTING OF COVID-19 (RT-PCR/ANTIGEN)

Hon’ble Speaker has directed that all Hon’ble Members are required to mandatorily carry
Covid-19 test report issued not earlier than 48 hours prior to the commencement of session on
29/07/2021. Hon’ble Members may get RT-PCR done at their own level. Arrangements for
Covid-19 test in the Assembly Secretariat are also being made and the details thereof shall be
intimated separately.

SEATING ARRANGEMENT:

Hon’ble Members are informed that keeping in view the social distancing being practiced
on account of COVID pandemic, the existing Seating Arrangement will not be applicable in
the Session. Seats shall be reserved for Hon’ble Chief Minister, Hon’ble Deputy Chief
Minister, Hon’ble Ministers, Hon’ble Deputy Speaker, Hon’ble Chief Whip and Hon’ble
Leader of Opposition. Hon’ble Members shall take their seat in the House on first come first
served basis.

A Member may give notice of only five questions for a given day {Rule-36 (1)}.

Each question should primarily relate to one Department only {(Rule-31 (xxii)}.
Lengthy questions and/or questions seeking information on different subjects shall be
edited to conform to the Rules.

Members may kindly note that if Notice of question is received after the prescribed
deadline, such a Notice shall stand disallowed. The time for receipt of Notices shall be
up to 3.00 P.M. of the last date of receipt of Questions for Departments as shown in
Column 4 above.

Where the Questions draws a reference to a news item published in a national or local
daily, the Question in order to be admissible must be accompanied by the relevant self-
attested clipping of the news items. The Questions not accompanied by such clippings
are likely to be disallowed.

The clubbing of Questions will be done in case several Notices of Question on the
same subject matter are received.

Members are requested to indicate clearly and legibly their priority in respect of
Questions. If no priority is indicated, the same will be decided according to the Rules.
Balloting will be held in the room of the Secretary (LA), Room No.-54, as per
schedule indicated. Hon’ble Members are welcome to participate in the balloting.
Members are requested to go through Chapter VII of the Rules of Procedure &
Conduct of Business for further details and abide by its provisions to avoid
disallowing of Notices.

SPECIAL MENTION UNDER RULE-280:

As per direction of Hon’ble Speaker, Members who want to raise matters under Rule-280
may give Notice of the same by 05:00 P.M. on the date preceding the date of sitting on
which the matter is proposed to be raised. Balloting for fixing inter-se priority for the
first 10 Notices will be held in the room of the Secretary, Legislative Assembly at 09.30
A.M. on the day on which it is proposed to be raised.

Hon’ble Members are welcome to participate in the balloting. Hon’ble Members are
requested to confine the text of the Special Mention to 8-10 lines only and not to deviate from




the original text while raising the same on the floor of the House. Any deviation will be
disallowed and treated as summarily expunged from the proceedings. The matter should
relate to only one Department and raise only one issue.

PROCEDURE OF NOTICES:

(a) Kind attention of the Members is invited to Rule 258 of the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in the Legislative Assembly which reads as follows:

(1) Every notice required by the rules shall be given in writing addressed to the Secretary
and signed by the Member giving notice, also indicating his division number, and
shall be delivered in the Notice Branch between such hours as notified from time to
time, on every day except Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays.

(2) A notice received in the Notice Branch after the hours other than those specified in
sub-rule (1) shall be treated as given on the next working day.

(3) While the House is sitting, copies of Notices except of cut motions, received under
sub-rule (1) shall be circulated by the Secretary to members by next day.

(b) Every notice should be signed in ink by the Member giving the notice, indicating his
division number and name in Capital letters and should be deposited in the Assembly
Notice Branch. THE NOTICE BRANCH IS LOCATED IN ROOM NO. 46.

() All notices delivered in the Assembly Notice Branch are date-stamped and the time of
receipt is also indicated thereon.

(d) As the Assembly Notice Branch is alone responsible for transmission of the notices to
the Branches/Officers concerned without delay, Members are, therefore, requested not
to deposit their notices either at the Table of the House or with any other
Officer/Branch of the Assembly Secretariat. If any Member does so, it is not likely to
be taken note of.

(e) The Assembly Notice Branch shall remain open on 17.07.2021 & 18.07.2021 from
10:00 A.-M. to 05:00 P.M. and on 19.07.2021 from 10:00 A.M. to 03:00 P.M. to
receive Notices of questions.
