PART OF THIRD SESSION:

The sitting of the Legislative Assembly has been tentatively fixed for 26 August
2022. Subject to the exigencies of business, the sitting of the House may be extended.

TIME OF SITTING:

The sitting of the Legislative Assembly will commence at 11:00 AM and shall
continue until the business fixed for the day is concluded. The quorum bell will be rung 05
Minutes before the time stipulated above to enable Members to take their seat.

WEARING OF FACE MASK AND DISPLAY OF IDENTITY CARDS:

In view of the prevailing COVID-19 pandemic situation, Hon’ble Members are
requested to wear face mask compulsorily. Hon’ble Members are also requested to carry and
display their Identity Cards while wearing face masks which would also help in their
identification in the Legislative Assembly Complex.

FINAL VACCINATION CERTIFICATE/TEST REPORT:

Hon’ble Deputy Speaker has directed that all Hon’ble Members are compulsorily
required to carry Final Certificate for Covid-19 vaccination or otherwise a Covid-19 test
report issued not earlier than 48 hours prior to the commencement of session on 26/08/2022.

Hon’ble Members are requested to take their respective seats allotted to them in the
House.

Balloting for fixing inter-se
priority for the first 10 Notices will be held in the room of the Joint Secretary (Room
No. 50), Legislative Assembly at 09.30 A.M.

Hon’ble Members are welcome to participate in the balloting. Hon’ble Members are
requested to confine the text of the Special Mention to 8-10 lines only and not to deviate from
the original text while raising the same on the floor of the House. Any deviation will be
disallowed and treated as summarily expunged from the proceedings. The matter should
relate to only one Department and raise only one issue.

Kind attention of the Members is invited to Rule 258 of the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in the Legislative Assembly which reads as follows:

Every notice required by the rules shall be given in writing addressed to the Secretary
and signed by the Member giving notice, also indicating his division number, and
shall be delivered in the Notice Branch between such hours as notified from time to
time, on every day except Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays.

A notice received in the Notice Branch after the hours other than those specified in
sub-rule (1) shall be treated as given on the next working day.

While the House is sitting, copies of Notices except of cut motions, received under
sub-rule (1) shall be circulated by the Secretary to members by next day.

Every notice should be signed in ink by the Member giving the notice, indicating his
division number and name in Capital letters and should be deposited in the Assembly
Notice Branch. THE NOTICE BRANCH IS LOCATED IN ROOM NO. 46.

All notices delivered in the Assembly Notice Branch are date-stamped and the time of
receipt is also indicated thereon.

As the Assembly Notice Branch is alone responsible for transmission of the notices to
the Branches/Officers concerned without delay, Members are, therefore, requested not
to deposit their notices either at the Table of the House or with any other
Officer/Branch of the Assembly Secretariat. If any Member does so, it is not likely to
be taken note of.

The Assembly Notice Branch shall remain open during office hours.

The Directions of the Hon’ble Speaker regarding issuance of visitors’ Gallery
Passes are hereby reiterated for the kind information of the Hon’ble Members:-

The Hon’ble Members should recommend the names of persons for visitors’
gallery only if they are personally assured about the visitors” antecedents.
Applications for passes will not be entertained unless they bear the signature and
stamp of the MLA concerned and are enclosed with copies of photo I-Cards of the
visitors duly attested by the concerned MLA.

Telephonic requests for issuance of passes will not be entertained.

Application forms for the issue of visitors’ gallery passes must be submitted by
5:00 PM on the working day pervious to the date for which the gallery passes are
required.

. The seating Capacity in the visitors’ gallery being limited, not more than two

passes will ordinarily be issued to a Member for each sitting.
No admission cards for the Visitors Gallery will ordinarily be issued on the same
day.
