Passing of Bills:
1. The “Minimum Wages (Delhi Amendment) Bill, 2015.” introduced in the House on 26

November, 2015 by Sh. Gopal Rai, Minister of Labour was considered clause-wise.

The Minister moved the following amendments to the Bill:

Amendment of Section 2 of Act 11 of 1948. — In sub-section (b) (ii) of section 2 of the
Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (hereinafter “Principal Act™), in its application to the National
Capital Territory of Delhi the words “[State Government]” the words “Government of the
National Capital Territory of Delhi’” shall be substituted.

Amendment of Section 22 of Act 11 of 1948.-In Section 22 of the Principal Act, in its
application to the National Capital Territory of Delhi, for the words *““shall be punishable
with imprisonment for a term which may extend to six months, or with fine which may extend
to five hundred rupees, or with both”” shall be substituted with the words “shall be
punishable with imprisonment for a term of three years, or with fine of fifty thousand rupees,
or with both.”

The Motion was adopted by voice vote.

Sh. Gopa Rai, Minister of Labour moved that the amended “Minimum Wages (Dehi)
Amendment Bill, 2015.” introduced on 26 November, 2015 be passed.

— After the words “every
working journalist” the words “including contractual employees” shall be inserted
