No.F.14(3)/LA-2011/ W// Y0 .- The following Act of the Legislative Asserb!ly of the
Nationz! Capital Territory of Delhi received the assent of the Lt. Governor of Delhi 1 the 7

April, 2011 and is hereby published for general information:-

An Act to provide for the delivery of services to the citizens in the National Capital
Territory of Delhi within the stipulated time limit, including liabilities of the govern:: =nt servants,

in case of default and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto.

BE it enacted by the Legislative Assembly of the National Capital Terr -y of
Delhi in the Sixty — second Year of the Republic of India as follows:-

i - CHAPTER-
' PRELIMINARY -
B ; 8 Short title, extent commencement and application.- (1) This !

& may be calied the Delhi (Right of Citizen to Time Bound Delivery of Servi.=s)

Act, 2011,

(2) It extends to the whole of National Capital Territory of Delhi.

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(3) It shall come into force on such date as the Government may, by

notification, appoint.

(4)  This Act shall apply to government servants appointed substantively to
any civil services or posts in connection with the affairs of the Government of
National Capital Territory of Delni and to the servants of local bodies and

authorities  which are owned, controlled or substantially financed by that

Government, but shall not apply to-

0] persons appoinied on casual or daily rates basis;

(i) persons employed on contract except when the contract provides
otherwise; |

(i) persons whose terms and conditions of services are regulated by or

under the provisions of the Constitution.

2. Definitions.- In this Act, uniess the context otherwise requires, -
(a) “Apoellate Authority” means an officer appointed by the Government or
locz: body, as the case may e, by notification, invested with the power

to h=ar appeals against the orders passed by any competent officer

under this Act;

“notification” means a nctification published in the official Gazette;

“pudlic authority” means any authority or body or institution of self-
governance established or constituted (i) by or under the Constitution;
(ii) by any other law méde by Parliamenf; (i) by any law made by the
Législature of a State or Union territory; (iv) by a notification issued or
order made by the Government; and includes (a) a body owned,
corirolled or substantially financed by the Government; (b) a non-
government organization substantially financed, directly or indirectly, by
the funds provided by the Government; and (c) an organization or body
corporate in its capacity as an inst.rumentatity‘ of ‘State’ as defined
under article 12 of the Constitution and rendering services of public

CHAPTERHI b e
CITIZEN'S RIGHT TO TIME BOUND DELIVERY OF SERVICES, AND™

PROCEDURZ= GOVERNING FiXiiiG OF LIABILITY IN CASE OF DEFAULT,
: ETC.

3. Right of citizen to obtain time‘ bound delivery of services.- Every
citizen shall have the right to obtain the citizen related services in Delhi in
accordance with this Act within the time bound period as stipulated in the
Schedule:

Provided that the Government shall be entitled to amend and revise the

Schedule from time to time by notification.

4. Liability of government servant to deliver services within the
stipulated period.- Every government servant shall be duty bound to deliver

citizen related services as specified in the Schedule within the time period as

stipulated in the Schedule.

B Monitcring the status of the application.- (1) Evéry citizen having
‘applied for any citizen related services shall be provided an application

number by the concemed department, or local body, as the case may be, and



shall be entitied to obtain znc monitor status of his application online ir

accordznce with such procecure as may be prescribed.

(2) The department or lccal body, as the case may be, shall maintair.
status ¢’ all applications governing citizen related services online and ‘shall be
duty bcund to update the staitus of the same as per the procédure asc

prescribzd by rules in this recarc.

6. e-governance of services through mutual understanding.- The
government shall endeavor anc encourage all the departments, local bodies
and autiorities of the governiment _to enter by mutual understanding to deliver
their resoective citizen related services in a stipulated time period as part of e-

governzince.

7. I ability to pay cost.- Every gc-Jvernment servant who fails to deliver
the citizen related services tc a citizen within the stipulated time as stipulated
in the Schedule, shall be liable to pay cost at the rate of ten rupees per day
for the period of délay subject to maximum of two hundred rupees pe!
application, in aggregate, which shall be.' payable by him to the citizen &=

compensatory cost.

8. Paymeﬁt of compensaiory cost to the citizen.- At the time of

delivery of citizen related services, the citizen having applied for such services
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format as prascribed in the rules.

shall be entitled to seek Compensatory cost in accordance with the provisiors
of this Act and the rules made thereunder, in case of delay In the delivery of

such services, ‘beyond the period prescribed in the Schedule.

9. Appointment of compe‘en: officer.- (1) The Goverhﬁient and in the
Case of a local body, the local cody concerned shall appoint, by notification
an officer not below the rank of Deputy Secretary or its equivalent rank in the
case of local body to act as competent officer empowered to i'-mpose cost

against the government Servant defaulting or delaying the delivery of services

in accordance with this Act.

(2)  The Government or the local body concerned, as the case may be,
shall for the purpose of paymen: of cost, confer on the Competent officer the
powers of drawing and disbursement officer in accordance with the law,

procedure and rules as applicable.

(3) On such demand of compensatory cost by the citizen, at the time of
delivery of citizen related services, it shall be the duty of the competent officer

to pay such cost to the citizen against acknowledgment and receipt as per the

10.  Procedure governing fixing of liability.- (1) Within a period of

fifteen days of the payment of such COmpensatory cost, the competent officer,




after conducting preliminary enquiry, shall issue a notice against the
~ government sarvant found responsible for the delay in delivery of such citizen
related serviczs, calling upon him as to why the compensatory cost paid to the

citizen may not be recovered from him.

(2) The government servant against whom such notice ié. issued n{éy
represent within a period of seven days from the date of receipt of such
notice. In czse no such representation is received by the competent officer
within the prescribed period or the explanatioﬁ received, if any, is not found
satisfactory, the bompetent officer shall be entitled to issue debit note
directing such defaulting government servant either to deposit the cost as
stipulated in the debit note or directiig the accounts officer concerned to debit
the salary. of such government servant for the amount as mentioned in the
debit note:

Providec that if the competent officer finds réasonable and justified
grounds in favcur of such government servant and-comes to the conclusion
that the delay in the delivery of services to the citizen was not attributable to
him but was attributable to some other government servant, it shall be lawful
for the competent officer to withdraw the notice against him and issue fresh

show cause notice to such other government servant as found responsible for
the delay and shall follow the procedure mutatis-mutandis as stipulated in this

sub-section and sub-section (1) of this section.




(3) While fixing the liability under this Act, the competent officer shall follow

the principles of natural justice before passing the order in that respect.

CHAPTER-I

'RIGHT OF APPEAL AGAINST THE ORDER FIXING LIABILITY

11. Rignt of appeal.- (1) Any government servant aggrieved by the order
passed by the competent ofﬁce-r in accordance with sections 9 and 10 shall be
entitled to file an appeal to the Appellate Authority against such order within a.
. period not exceeding thirty days of the receipt of the impugned order. The

order of the Appellate Authority shzll be final and binding:

' (2) For the purpose of this section, the Government or the local body
concernec. as the case may be, shall appoint-an officer to be the Appellate
Officer to hzar and decide appeals against the order passed by the compe{ent
officer. The Appellate dfﬁcer shall not be below the rank of Joint Secretary of

'the Government or its equivalen: rank in the case of a local body.

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CHAPRTER:IV

MISCELLANEOUS

12. Develcping culture fo delivar services within fixed period.- (1) The

defaults on the part of government servant in the time bound delivery eo-f"

- citizen relatec services as defined in this Act shall not be counted towards

misconduct as the purpose and object is to sensitize the public servant
towards the citizen and to enhance and imbibea culture to deliver time bound

services to the citizens.

(2) Incase of habitual defaulter, the competent officer shall be competent
to take appropriate administrative action after recording a finding to this effect
but not before giving a show causea notice and opportunity of hearing to the

defaulting servant.

Explanation.- For the purpose of this sub-section, a government

servant shall be deemed to be habitual defaulter in case he incurres more

than twenty five defaults in one year.

(3)  To encourage and enhance the efficiency of the government servants,
it shall be lawful for the competent officer to recommend cash incentive not
exceeding five thousand rupees in aggregate in favour of a government

servant ageainst whom no defauli is reported in- one year. On such

recommendaiion, the Government or *he local body concerned, as the case
may be, shali be competent to grant such incentive as it deem fit and proper,
not exceeding thé amount as recommeanded by competent officer, alongwith

certificate of zopreciation.

13. Deeme: service conditicn.- The provisions- of this Act shall be
deemed to be part of service conditions of the government servants including

such servants of local bodies of the Government.

14.  Supplement.- The provisions of this Act shall be supplemented to the
disciplinary and financial rules and such: other service rules and regulations as
applicable to the employees of the Government or local body concerned, as .
the case may e, and not in derogztion to such service rules and regulétions
governing the service condition and conduct of the government employees or

the employees of the local body concerned.

15.  Power {c make rules.- (1) The Government may, by notification, make

rules for carrying out therpro!visions of this Act.

~(2) In particulars, and without prejudice to the generality of the forgoing

power, such ruies may provide for all or any of the following matters, namely :-

(3)  Every rule made under this Act by the Government shall be laid, as

soon as may se aﬁer it is made, bhefore the Legislative Assembly of Delhi,

while it is in session, for a total period of thirty days whicﬁ may be comprised

in one session or in two or more. successive sessions, and if before the expiry

of session immediately following the session or the successive sessions .

aforesaid, the __egislative Assembly agrees in making any modification in the

rules or the Assembly agrees that ihe rule should not be made, the rule shall

thereafter have effect only in such modified form or be of no effect, as the

case may be; so, however, that any such modification or annuiment shall be

without prejuﬁice to the validity of anything previously done under the rule.

16.  Power o remove difficultizs.- (1) If any difﬁcillty arises in giving
effect to the provisions of this Act, the Government may, by order published in
the official gazztte; make such provisions not inconsistent with the provisions

of this Act, as appear to it to be necessary or expedient for removing the

difficulties:

Providec that no such orders shzll be made after the expiry of a period

of two years from the date of commencement of this Act.

(2)  Every orcler made under this section shall, as soon as may be, after it

is made, be laic before the Legislative Assembly of Delhi.
